All IPDSteel pistons are manufactured at IPD headquarters in Torrance, California (USA)

Note the following differences between 1pc and welded steel piston designs:
o Welded steel pistons are typically specified for very high cylinder pressures (approx. 3,480 PSI),
while 1pc steel designs typically operate reliably in the 2,610 to 3,190 PSI range
e Under very high peak cylinder pressure conditions, welded pistons provide critical structural
strength and support in the lower ring land area, which also helps reduce oil consumption
